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ABSTRACT 
Capturing, saving, and sharing information has become increasingly digital, both at home and at work. Storage 
formats like external hard disk drives and flash drives are becoming more common.  At the same time, wireless 
technologies like WUSB and WiFi are un-tethering people from their computers.  This unique combination of 
wireless with storage devices allow users to safely and easily access digital documents, photos, presentations, 
spreadsheets, music, videos or other content without the need for cables to their laptop or PC. This presentation 
will discuss the technologies of both wireless direct access storage (WDAS) and wireless network access storage 
(WNAS) and how the benefits and applications associated with this technology is spurring the growth of this market. 
Implications for users and the added benefit of continuous data protection will be discussed as well as examples of 
both technologies. 
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
