By definition, this involves timescales that exceed the maximum lifetime of any single storage device, or any single storage technology.     The presentation will describe work underway in the SNIA Long Term Retention (LTR) group to address both parts of this grand challenge: being able to predict and monitor device lifetime so that the precious information can be migrated and retained before its becomes irretrievable, and being able to ensure that both all of the information and all of the related information (the metadata) can be preserved to ensure ongoing usability, integrity and authenticity. 
Dr. Sam Fineberg is a Distinguished Technologist in HP Software's Information Management Chief Technologist office.  In that role, he focuses on HP's next generation archiving and product integration strategy.  Dr. Fineberg is an expert in the technology areas related to information management including search, classification, content management, deduplication, records management, and archiving. 
“Retaining content for the long term is the flip side of recording everything,” says SV 2010 organizer Tom Coughlin.  “We are delighted to have the SNIA Long Term Retention TWG giving a keynote on this vital topic.  Preservation of our experiences and knowledge is a vital part of being human.”
